How to Print Your Flash Cards Single Sided

Double sided printing would give the best results but if it’s not available on your printer simply print single sides, then
cut the flashcards. Afterwards you can use staples, glue, or tape to attach the answers cards to the questions.

How to Print Your Flash Card Double Sided

Option 1: Print at Home

- Open the PDF on your computer.

- Check your printer settings before printing:

- Select “Double-sided printing” (also called duplex printing).

- Choose “Flip on the short edge” — this makes sure the question and answer align correctly when flipped like a real card.
- Set Paper size to match the file (usually Letter 8.5x11 in or A4).

- Print at 100% scale (no “fit to page”) to keep card sizes correct.

- Print a single test page first.

- Flip it over and check that the question and answer line up properly.

- If one side is upside down, change “Flip on short edge” to “Flip on long edge” and try again.
- Once it looks right, print the rest of the pages.

- Cut out the cards along the lines with scissors or a paper cutter.

Option 2: Print at Staples, UPS Store, Library, or elsewhere

- Bring the PDF on a USB drive or email it to yourself.

- Tell the staft you'd like to print it double-sided, flipped on the short edge. Or use instructions above to do it yourself.
- Example: “Can you print this double-sided, with the back side flipped on the short edge so it works like flashcards?”
- Ask for card stock paper if available (it’s thicker and more durable).

- When finished, cut along the dotted lines to make your cards.



Tips for Best Results

- Use heavier paper (80-100 Ib or 200+ gsm) so answers don’t show through.
- Keep the printer tray clean to avoid smudges or jams.
- Store your cards with a rubber band or small box to keep them organized.

How to Use Your Cards

Questions are on the front, with answers on the back. You’ll see a number for each question on the top right, and on
the question side before each question. Remember this isn’t the order they’ll be asked on the test. They’re just to help
you keep track while you study.

Answers on the back are either in bullets for example:
